Tonight the station is off the air, because we are moving.  Engineers began breaking down the radio studio and the tech center this morning.  They tell us that to deconstruct and rebuild these might take three weeks or so.  We hope the result will be a real advantage for Arlington. Since January of 2016, TRADITIONS has been airing Saturday nights, 9 to 12, usually live, on WERA-LP, 96.7FM, Arlington, VA, streaming on wera.fm.  
Mary Cliff has been host/producer of folk music on public/community radio since 3/73 (having started on air in 1968).

Once the station is up and running, still not sure what’s going to happen to the show.  A few people have shown interest in taking it over.  I might come in on an irregular or regular basis, as I pare down the library.  Then again, maybe the folk community doesn’t care anymore.
